SPEAKS TO ORGANIZATIONAL

LEADERSHIP STUDENTS

n November

17, Kenneth

Starr, newly

appointed
dean of the Pepperdine
School of Law, spoke to the
Organizational Leadership
doctoral program’s Law
and Dispute Resolution
class. Dr. June Schmieder-
Ramirez invited Starr to
speak knowing that her
students “appreciate di-
verse points of view” and
would be interested in
hearing the experiences of such a seasoned lawyer and political figure.

Starr began his presentation with a short history of law in Greek times, referencing the
play Antigone, in which the daughter of a king chose to die rather than to lose her honor. Starr
further noted that in our current times, “Every American should have a lawyer.” Starr then
responded to several questions from the audience, including an inquiry about his impressions of
Supreme Court Justices Sandra Day 0’Connor and Clarence Thomas.

Starr’s presentation surprised a number of students. “He was different from how |
imagined,” noted student Natalie Clark. Schmieder-Ramirez said this was a popular sentiment
among her students.

In addition to his role at the School of Law, Starr is a partner with the law firm Kirkland
& Ellis, where he specializes in appellate work. He wrote First Among Equals, which is widely
regarded as a key work on the Supreme Court. He served as solicitor general of the United
States from 1989 to 1993 and argued twenty-five cases before the Supreme Court. He also
served as U.S. Circuit Court judge and law clerk for Chief Justice Warren E. Burger and acted as
independent counsel from 1994 to 1999, addressing such cases as the Whitewater case during
the Clinton administration.

In reaction to Starr’s presentation, Schmieder-Ramirez noted, “Justices on the Supreme
Court have lively discussions and so do our students in the Law and Dispute Resolution course.
This divergence of opinion is what makes teaching this class so exciting.” O

or thirty years, Pepperdine has been

Grandparents program, a nonprofit project co-
ordinated in Pepperdine’s Office of Volunteer
Services by program director Faye Pinkett. With
funding from the Corporation for National and
Community Service, Pinkett pairs children from
the community with older adults who provide tu-
toring, mentorship, and support.

After completing a telephone interview and
orientation, a volunteer senior citizen is placed
with a child who has been abused or neglected,
is experiencing school or family difficulties, or
has a disability for which they require special
attention. The grandparent travels to the

“People have very romanticized notions about
relationships,” says Lowe. “Many students say they
want a relationship that works, but they are not sure
howtodoit.” More thanfifty colleges and universities
now offer relationship-oriented courses, ranging
from marriage preparation to communication and
conflict resolution. This year, Pepperdine University
offered its newest undergraduate freshman seminar
course, Developing Healthy Relationships, taught
by Dr. Lowe and his wife, Dr. Emily Scott-Lowe.

Comprised of seventeen students, the course
addresses general relationships such as friends,
parents, romantic relationships, work relationships,
as well as marriage. “Students are involved in a
variety of relationships during their college years,”
says Lowe, “including with their family, friends,
and romantic partners. The goal of this course is to
help students become aware of the characteristics
of healthy relationships and to develop them now,
thereby increasing the odds that they will be able
to carry these over into a marriage relationship at
whatever age it might begin.”

child’s school and works for four hours each
day addressing the child’s unique needs. The
program benefits both seniors and children
and often establishes a strong and lasting bond
between the two of them. Foster grandparents—
usually living on limited incomes—teceive an
annual physical exam, supplementary insurance,
a small stipend, meals and transportation, and
monthly training. The children benefit from
individual attention and have the opportunity to
develop trusting, nurturing relationships.

“This is a prime target audience,” says Scott-
Lowe. “College students are very interested in
developing healthy relationships, both now and in
the future. “ According to Drs. Lowe and Scott-Lowe,
the students have been very enthusiastic about the
course and have already shared stories of how they
applied lessons they learned in class to real-life
situations. “Several students have described how
they have shared class information with friends,
family members, and other students.” For example,
one of the students talks to her boyfriend every
week after the class and the two of them discuss
how the information applies to their relationship.

Lauren McCord, a student in the seminar, says,
“We get to share our relationship experiences with
the class, whether it is about our relationships with
our roommates, our boyfriend or girlfriend, or just
friends. We even learn about those relationships we
haven’t had yet.” O

students actually choose to enroll at Pepperdine
because they have been personally involved or
have a family member involved with the program
and appreciate the University’s reputation for
community service.

Pinkett is currently overseeing 107
grandparent-child matches for the Los Angeles
area, covering the cities of Inglewood, Compton,
and Long Beach. “Once people start with the
Foster Grandparents program, they never want to
leave. There are always many people on waiting
lists to be part of the program,” says Pinkett. O

When he smiles, Dr. Michael White has the glint in his eye
of a man much younger than his fifty-one years. But behind
that smile is a strong resolve—the product of enduring
adverse life circumstances. He holds his master’s degree
in administration (1997) and a doctorate in educational
leadership, administration, and policy (2004), both from
Pepperdine University Graduate School of Education and
Psychology, because he chose to do more than just endure
his difficulties—he conquered them.

While enrolled in the master’s program, White
underwent surgery on his shoulder, which ultimately did not heal properly and
required him to wear a body cast. “My friends in the program took notes for me and
at night, | would type them out with one hand.” Three days before graduation, White’s
youngest sister succumbed to her battle with cancer. “She was so proud of what | had
accomplished and she had planned to be there that day. After | walked across the stage, |
just cried and cried; it was a very bittersweet day.”

As dean of students at Crenshaw High School in South Central Los Angeles, White
feels that the example he models to his students is very important. “The kids give me
strength,” he says. He put that strength to use once again and enrolled in the doctoral
program at Pepperdine. “My grandfather always called me professor when | was younger;
he would say ‘some day that boy will be a doctor,” and | decided to act on that.” White
was three chapters into his dissertation when he was diagnosed with the cancer that
had afflicted his sister. “I considered not completing the program,” he says. “But my
dissertation chair Dr. David Bowick, Dr. Lauren Walters, and Dr. Bob Paull gave me so
much inspiration. They would call and encourage me every few days. While | was going
through radiation and chemotherapy | didn’t feel well, but Dr. Bowick would say ‘Write
something for just ten or twenty minutes.’ It would give me a spark and | would write a
little more.”

The day he received his doctorate, White says he had to pinch himself to believe it
was real. “I could not have done it without the divine support | received from God and
from my Pepperdine relationships.”

Dr. Michael White frequently presents on classroom management techniques,
specifically regarding at-risk students and cultural issues. In addition to his role as dean
of students at Crenshaw High School, he is also an adjunct professor at California State
University, Los Angeles and will soon begin teaching at University of California, Los
Angeles. His cancer is currently in remission.

his work to enhance school reform, curriculum, and

instruction as well as his service as an advocate for
arts education.

As superintendent, Alonzo serves ninety-nine
schools and more than 96,000 students and their
families. He oversees the instructional program and
curricular development for kindergarten through
twelfth grade. Alonzo’s leadership has benefited
academic and administrative programs and enhanced
parent/community partnerships. Before assuming
his current position, he served as superintendent in
Local District F and as the principal of Leo Politi,
Plasencia, and Magnolia Avenue Elementary Schools.
Previously, he served as cluster administrator for
the twenty-six schools in the Polytechnic/North
Hollywood Cluster in the East San Fernando Valley
where, during this tenure, every school advanced
academically on the Stanford 9 norm-reference test.

Alonzo continues to be an active teacher and
lecturer. He has been a presenter at the Setting a Tone
for Parent Involvement symposium at Occidental
College and was a trainer for the National School

Partnerships program at Johns Hopkins University.
Additionally, he had presented lectures at the
National Annenberg Institute and at Ohio’s Miami
University.

Alonzo has served as an adjunct professor
at Pepperdine University and several other Los
Angeles-area universities. He is on the National
Advisory Board for Schools Attuned—All Kinds
of Minds Organization, based at the University of
North Carolina, and on the board for the Center for
Chemical Education at Miami University.

Being a visual artist, Alonzo is a strong advocate
for arts in education programs. He has co-authored
the arts curriculum for the Los Angeles Museum
of Contemporary Art and leads the design team
planning the development of the district’s High
School of the Performing Arts, adjacent to the Los
Angeles County Music Center.

Born and raised in the San Fernando Valley,
Alonzo is a product of the Los Angeles Unified
Schools. He earned a bachelor of arts degree in
secondary art education at Immaculate Heart
College, his elementary teaching credential with a
bilingual cross-cultural emphasis at the University
of Southern California, and his master’s degree
in education administration from Pepperdine
University’s Graduate School of Education and
Psychology. O
